Ten races have been programmed for amateur jockeys this season, which together will be promoted as
The Amateur Riders Series.

The series starts at Paeroa on May 16 and finishes on the Bay of Plenty Hunt Club day on September 28. A point
scoring system is being developed which will identify the season’s leading amateur rider — details to be released on
the NZTR website soon.

Overseas jockeys — can help fill the ranks

The European jump racing season winds down just as ours moves into gear and in some ways this provides New
Zealand with a terrific opportunity to fill our scarce jockey ranks. The process for organising visas has become
increasingly easy over the last few years, so if you know of any UK or Irish trainers that might push you in the right
direction as far as finding a potential jockey for a few months, then this is what you need to know...

1. The jockey needs a letter of proposed employment from a NZ-based trainer.

2. The jockey goes to NZ House in London to source a visa taking with them a letter of employment and a
standard letter from NZTR that provides information for immigration officials on the shortage of jumps jockeys
in New Zealand.

3. The jockey heads to NZ and registers through NZTR, which will include NZTR obtaining a clearance from the
appropriate racing authority and possibly a medical.

NZ Jumps Inc —
stepping forward
soon

At the time of writing a new constitution
for a new look jumping association is in the
hands of lawyers going through the final
stages of preparation.

NZ Jumps Inc is set to reconfigure
the management structure of all things jump
racing, superseding the existing
NZ Jumping Association.

The intention is that NZ Jumps Inc will
provide for those who want to support
jumping at all levels; those who just want
to enjoy the simple benefits of a straight
forward membership to those who would
like the opportunity to be elected on to the
NZ Jumps Inc Board and assist NZTR direct
future jump racing policy.

The current NZ Jumps Inc Steering
committee consists of Andre Klein (NZ Jumps
Co-ordinator, appointed by NZTR), Marion
Stevenson (NZTR Board Member), Andrew
Castles (Racing Clubs Representative), John
Wheeler (Trainers Representative), Tommy
Hazlett (Jockey's Representative) and Dennis
Ryan and Ray Knight (NZJA representatives).

The proposed constitution for NZ Jumps
Inc sees the membership structure of the
new Board having a similar format, with
each of the Trainers Association, Jockey's
Association, Racing Club Managers

Group, NZTR and the Owners Association
appointing a member to the Board. Two
further members will be appointed from

the membership of NZ Jumps Inc, after the

initial settling in period. The Secretary will be
appointed by NZTR.

All the benefits of membership are being
collated and the changeover process
being planned. The concept is still subject
to approval of the NZ Jumps Inc Steering
Committee, who will discuss it at their next
committee meeting and refer it to
the NZTR Board.

It is anticipated that in April all existing
NZJA members will be contacted and asked
to transfer their membership to NZ Jumps
Inc. This will mark another positive, new step
forward for jump racing in New Zealand.
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
