Pacifiers must be made of a strong mesh that will 
return to normal shape after compression.

Pacifiers are subject to race day removal with 
approval of the Stipendiary Stewards.

EAR COVERS 
 

 
 

Ear covers must be made of an approved material (e.g. wetsuit, vinyl or cloth) and attached by a 
buckle or clip. 

 
No material to be inserted into the ears. 

 

Side winkers must be made of 
lamb wool rolls (or synthetic 
equivalent), which are attached to 
the cheek strap of the bridle. 
 
Side winkers must not exceed 
299mm in circumference. 
 
Side winkers may be used in 
conjunction with a shadow roll (flat 
racing only). 
 
With prior approval of the 
Stipendiary Stewards (refer to page 
26 of the Racing Policy), side 
winkers are permitted in jumping 
races.

RUBBER RING 
 

 
 

A rubber ring is used to prevent a horse from scalping. 

A shadow roll must be made of lamb wool 
rolls (or synthetic equivalent) that must not 
project more than 50mm from the nasal 
bone.  
 
A shadow roll must be positioned no further up 
the nasal bone than half way between the 
nostrils and the eyes.  
 
A shadow roll may be used in conjunction with 
blinkers and/or pacifiers and shall not exceed 
229mm in circumference. 
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NASAL STRIP 
 

 

 
A nasal strip must be a registered/certified product. 

 
BROW BAND 

 

 
 

A brow band must be made of lamb wool (or synthetic equivalent). 
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BOOTS 
 

 

Boots should be light for racing 
purposes, and must have straps 
and buckles or interlocking 
material which must be taped. 
 
Boots may be worn with 
elastoplast but not with bandages. 
 
Leather scalpers must have 
buckles. 
 
Rubber scalpers must have 
buckles or buttons. 

 
 
 
 
 
 

HOCK BOOTS 
 
Hock boots must be made of 
lightweight material. 
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BANDAGES 
 

 
 

Bandages must be stitched the full 
length on the outside of the leg and 
with contrasting thread.  
 
The bandage may extend down 
over the fetlock, but must not 
restrict movement of the joint. 
 
Elastoplast or adhesive material 
may be applied to hind legs, and 
may be extended over the fetlock 
to avoid heel damage. 
 
Elastoplast must be sown at the 
corners.  
 
Approved self adhesive bandages 
may be used without being stitched 
(i.e. vetwrap) but must be taped.  
 
Bumpers must be bandaged in 
figure 8 configurations.    
 
Bumper bandaging not notifiable.

NOSE BAND 
 

A nose-band must be made of PVC fabric.

A barrier blanket must be supplied by the trainer  and of a type approved by the Stipendiary 
Stewards. 
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TAIL CHAIN 
 

 
 

A tail chain must be affixed to the butt of the tail by rubber band or strap.  The chain must be four or 
five chain links. 

 

 
 

CORNELL COLLAR 
 

The use of the Cornell Collar shall be subject to the following conditions: 
 
(a) the horse having trailed in the Cornell Collar to the satisfaction of a Stipendiary Steward; and 
(b) obtaining prior approval by a veterinary surgeon for its use on the horse in a   race; and 
(c) the inspection and approval by the duty veterinary surgeon of the fitting of the collar on race 

day prior to the race, and; 
(d) if approval is sought to remove the Cornell Collar from the horses approved racing gear, 

confirmation in support of that application must be provided to a Stipendiary Steward by a 
veterinary  surgeon.
